Gujarat University gave away land worth
crores of rupees to a private academy

Ahmedabad, Gujarat
University has been
surrounded by various
controversies for the past
week. Earlier, there was a
controversy over allotting land
worth crores to syndicate
members for a rifle club. After
which, the space was given on
rent to a private company for
a food court. Now, another
controversy has come to light
in which it has come to light
that a tennis court in the
university's own sports
complex has been given to the
R.H. Kapadia Sports Academy
without any tender. The tennis
court has been given without
taking any money from the
academy. In return, there has
been a condition that 30
percent of the income
generated will be deposited in
the university.

Land worth crores was
allotted free of cost without
tender.

There is a place for tennis
in the complex of Gujarat
University. The university has
given this land to the RH
Kapadia Sports Academy in
Ahmedabad's Satellite, like
Lahani, free of cost. There
was a discussion in the
syndicate meeting to give this
land. After which, with the
consent of the members of
the syndicate meeting, this
land has been allotted to a
private school. No tender or
other process was done to
give this land.

The allotment of this space
was discussed in the syndicate
meeting on 1 August 2024,
after which this space was
allotted with the approval of
all the members. An MOU was
signed with R. J. Kapadia by
the university to allot this
space. According to this MOU,
70% of the income generated
will go to R. H. Kapadia. While
30% of the income will go to
Gujarat University. Later, the
tennis court was inaugurated
on 12 December. In which Vice
Chancellor Neerja Gupta was
present as the chief guest.

It is important to note that
four days ago, following the
controversy over the allocation
of space to different people by
Gujarat University, the
university had clarified that the
sports complex and all the
spaces related to sports
activities in Gujarat University
have not been given to any
person or organization to run.
All this will be managed by
Gujarat University itself.
However, the tennis court is
still being run by Kapadia
Sports Academy.
